


Tickets will go on sale Monday, May 7 at 11:30 a.m. Tickets may be purchased online at
www.waterlooblackhawks.com, or by calling the Waterloo ticket office at (319) 291-7680. Tickets may
also be purchased in person at the Waterloo box office. Ticket cost for all seats is $15, with a $1 dis-
count in place for senior citizens, active military personnel and children under 12 years of age. Kids
three and under do not need a ticket but will need to sit on a lap.

The event will be held at Young Arena in Waterloo, Iowa,
which is located on US Highway 63.

US Highway 218 South
Enter Waterloo on US Highway 218 South. Take the US
Highway 63/Sergeant Road ramp toward 1st Street. Go
straight on US Highway 63 North to Commercial Street.
Young Arena will be just ahead on your left.

US Highway 218 North
Enter Waterloo on US Highway 218 North. Take the US Highway 63/1st Street ramp. Go straight on
US Highway 63 North to Commercial Street. Young Arena will be just ahead on your left.

US Highway 20 East
Enter Waterloo on US Highway 20 East. Take the US Highway 63/Sergeant Road ramp toward 1st
Street. Go straight on US Highway 63 North to Commercial Street. Young Arena will be just ahead
on your left.

US Highway 20 West
Enter Waterloo on US Highway 20 West. Merge onto US Highway 218 North/Washington Street to-
ward Waterloo. Stay straight and go onto US Highway 63 North /1st Street West. Young Arena will
be on your left.

US Highway 63 South
Enter Waterloo on US Highway 63 South. Turn left on Commercial Street. Young Arena will be on
your left.

Interstate 380 North
Enter Waterloo on I-380 North. Merge onto US Highway 218 North/Washington Street toward Water-
loo. Stay straight and go onto US Highway 63 North /1st Street West. Young Arena will be on your
left.
